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TSG T1 would like to ask TSG N1 for clarification of the UE behaviour for the case when authentication is rejected by the UE.

In [1] TS 24.008 there are four different scenarios specified for the MAC and SQN failure case. 

1. UE accepts network authentication at the second attempt

2. UE deems network failed authentication due to network could not be validated at the second attempt

3. UE deems network failed authentication due to AUTHENTICATION REQUEST at the second attempt is a GSM authentication

4. UE deems network failed authentication due to the timer T3214 (MAC) / T3216 (SQN) expires

Based on [1] TS 24.008 it has been found out that it is only possible to test scenario 1. For this purpose test cases 9.2.3 (MAC failure case) and 9.2.4 (SQN failure case) have been specified in [2] TS 34.123-1. To be able to test scenario 2 to 4 clarification of the core specification is needed.

The UE behaviour towards a network that has failed the authentication procedure (i.e. scenario 2 to 4) is specified in clause 4.3.2.6.1 of [1] TS 24.008:

“If the MS deems that the network has failed the authentication check, then it shall treat the cell where the AUTHENTICATION REQUEST message which lead to sending of AUTHENTICATION FAILURE was received as barred, until refresh of system information data.”

TSG T1 would like TSG N1 to clarify the intended UE behaviour for the case when the network fails the authentication procedure, especially to clarify the meaning of “until refresh of system information data”.
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
