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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has considered the LS from CN1 regarding the UE behaviour when the network fails the authentication procedure.

As requested in the liaison, RAN2 has updated its specification to describe the behaviour of the UE when it receives an indication from upper layers following failure of the network authentication procedure. In summary, the UE will release the RRC connection and bar the current cell or cells. Full details are provided in the attached change request to 25.331

It is suggested that CN1 should consider updating their specifications to clearly state when this indication to release the RRC connection and bar the cells is provided to lower layers
