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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 thanks SA WG4 for the LS informing about reduction of AMR-WB modes.

During TSG RAN WG2 meeting #28 the AMR-WB modes were discussed and RAN WG2 concluded that some more guidance from SA WG4 was needed in order for RAN WG2 to continue defining the configurations of the AMR-WB service in UTRAN.

RAN WG2 will develop reference test configurations to 34.108 and have to decide on the modes and rates that should be included in those test configurations for AMR-WB.

It is the understanding of RAN WG2 that since UTRAN have a more flexible radio interface there is no requirement on doing a limitation of AMR-WB modes in the same way in UTRAN as in GERAN.

Which of the AMR-WB modes should be supported in UTRAN?

Which are the preferred configurations according to SA WG4 to be included as reference test configurations also taking into account e.g. handover from and towards GSM?

Is one configuration supporting all modes sufficient or should there be one configuration with the 5 modes similar as for GERAN?
