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1  Introduction

At the joint RAN WG1-WG2 AdHoc in February, a new set of reference radio bearers has been discussed and submitted to T WG1 for inclusion into TS 34.108 [1]. In particular, combinations of radio bearers based on multimode AMR (with codecs 12.2, 7.95, 5.9, and 4.75 kbps) have been introduced to allow for the support of a number of services. However, the provision of multimode AMR in conjunction with conversational 64 kbps CS transparent data applications has been omitted from this set.

As it is essential to ensure reliable provision of the corresponding radio bearer in a Rel’99 UE, we propose to include the relevant reference radio bearer configuration into TS 34.108.

2  New Radio bearer

The required radio bearer is as follows:

Conversational / speech / UL:(12.2 7.95 5.9 4.75) DL:(12.2 7.95 5.9 4.75) kbps / CS RAB + Conversational / unknown / UL:64 DL:64 kbps / CS RAB + UL:3.4 DL:3.4 kbps SRBs for DCCH.

Although there exists in TS 34.108 combinations of RB’s that are relatively close to the proposed one, the main difference is that one is based on 64 kbps Interactive or background TrCH [1, #38i] and the other is based on single AMR mode 12.2 kbps [1, #49].

Even though we appreciate that such a RB configuration is proposed at a late stage of Release 99, it must be stated that these are not new requirements, since a UE must conform to the core specifications, for which the support of these bearers already exists.

3  Proposal

It is proposed to include this radio bearer configuration into the Release 99 version of TS 34.108. RAN WG1 and RAN WG2 are kindly asked to review the suitability of the parameters of the proposed radio bearer.

The corresponding CR is attached. 

It is also proposed in a first stage to liaise with RAN WG1, where the same proposal has also been submitted, for the approval of the L1 and L2 parameters and eventually to liaise with T-WG1.
