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Introduction

At the Kobe meeting, it was agreed to have an e-mail discussion on the open issues identified by Motorola in R2-020771. 

Report

Motorola initiated multiple discussions on various topics related to security. In particular discussion was initiated on the assumptions made during the Orlando meeting and subsequently agreed by S3. Also discussions were initiated on the issue of CELL UPDATE interactions with security and the disposition/status of the open issues identified in Kobe. Some new issues were also identified and so mentioned.

True to RAN WG2 style and history, very little activity was seen. There was limited participation from a few companies and some companies provided useful offline comments; however, the email discussion led to no resolution of any of the major issues. 

Summary

The very limited discussion highlighted the need for clarifying the issue of what the "Security Capability" IE means. A separate document has been submitted to this meeting on this topic. CELL UPDATE during security reconfiguration continues to be an irritant and some more work remains - however no comments were received. Following the RAN WG3 e-mail reflector discussion it seems there is some potential dichotomy between what was discussed earlier in Kobe and what might be agreed in/proposed to WG3 - a joint session with the Iu SWG on this topic might be worth considering.
