8.3.3.1
General

The purpose of this procedure is to allocate any one or a combination of the following to a UE in connected mode:

-
a new C-RNTI;

-
a new U-RNTI;

-
other mobility related information.

Note:
UTRAN should trigger systematically the UTRAN mobility information procedure (for example, upon CS handover) to ensure that the mobile has the most updated PS domain information. 
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
