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As a result of the MBMS workshop in May, SA2 have agreed the following assumptions on Quality of  Service support for MBMS and would like RAN2 to be informed.  RAN2 is invited to comment. 

The assumptions are:

1. Only streaming and background classes are supported.

2. The PLMN operator shall be able to configure the quality of service for individual broadcast (multicast) services. If transmitted to multiple broadcast (multicast) areas, a broadcast (multicast) service may be provided with different QoS parameters for each broadcast (multicast) area associated with the service.

3. MBMS offers the same range of QoS for both broadcast and multicast.

4. QoS attributes will not necessarily be the same for all cells.   Any cell may or may not support all the requested QoS depending on available resources

5. No requirement for repetition of information in the UMTS network.  Application or BM-SC may want to provide repetition.  

6. A given service may be provided at different QoS levels as required.  Offered QoS may be decided by operators. 
7. MBMS traffic is prioritised based on QoS parameters.

8. Knowledge of QoS offered per user may be known in the RNC but is not known in the SGSN.

9. Users are offered MBMS sessions with a certain QoS without possibility of negotiation with the network.

2. Action:

To RAN2 group.

RAN2 is invited to comment back to SA2 and asked to take the above into account when discussing QoS for MBMS
