If the IE "Filter coefficient" is received the UE shall apply filtering of the measurements for that measurement quantity according to the formula below. This filtering shall be performed by the UE before UE event evaluation. The UE shall also filter the measurements reported in the IE "Measured results", with the exception of SFN-SFN observed time difference, COUNT-C-SFN frame difference and UE Rx-Tx time difference type 1.
