	The CR 1535r1 to RRC (Tdoc R2-022334) approved at RAN2#30 restricted the reporting of the quality measurement to periodical reporting only since there is no measurement period defined for the BLER measurement in case of event-triggered reporting or additionatal measurement reporting. The proposed solution for a quality measurement with periodical measurement was to use the reporting period as measurement period.

However it is considered that a quality measurement with an additional reporting to another measurement with periodical reporting could use the same workaround, i.e. a quality measurement configured as additional measurement to a periodical measurement could use the reporting period of the periodical reporting measurement as measurement period.

	It is proposed to allow the configuration of a quality measurement as additional measurement to another measurement using periodic reporting and that the window size for the BLER calculation is the same as the reporting period of the periodical measurement.
