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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks S4 for their liaison statement regarding the Maximum and Guaranteed bit rates.

S4 asked RAN2 whether the RRC Maximum Rate Control could command the UE to use a Maximum bit rate which is lower than the RANAP Guaranteed bit rate?
In RRC, the UE uplink rate is controlled by Transport Format Combination Control procedure. In R’99, it is done using RRC signalling and from Rel-4 onwards in-band signalling can be used.

RRC has the capability to rate control below the RANAP Guaranteed bit rate. It is up to Network implementation.
