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1. Overall Description:

CN1 would like to inform RAN2 of an issue they have discovered regarding UE behaviour defined in the RRC specification and possible problems with the UE not responding to paging when it has moved to RRC Idle mode when losing and then regaining coverage in the same RA. 

The problem is described in the attached CN1 document, N1-030057. This document also proposes a solution, namely the sending of RAU when the UE regains coverage. This proposal has been discussed in CN1 and has not been agreed. The solution was seen as non-ideal because of the potential for network congestion due to the additional RA updates for all UE’s regaining coverage. An analogous situation existed in GSM and a similar mechanism was removed between GSM Phase 1 and GSM Phase 2 due to the same issue of congestion.

CN1 requests RAN2 to study the problem and confirm that it is valid. Then RAN2 are requested to study RAN aspects and provide a recommendation to CN1on the solutions to be adopted in both RAN2 and CN1.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN2 is asked to study the problem identified in CN1 and confirm that they agree that such a scenario can exist. If this is confirmed, then CN1 requests RAN2 opinion on their recommended solution to this problem.
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
