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1. Introduction

In the Paris MBMS ad hoc meeting, MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY was agreed as one of the Uu signalling flows to support mobility for MBMS [1][2]. But the information element in MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY was not decided. Thus, we define the basic information element in MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY. 
2. Discussion and Conclusion
MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY is transmitted periodically for RNC to inform the UE of the availability of the MBMS service in one cell. According to discussion in the last meeting, MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY contains information related to whether MBMS service is available or not in the cell, the broadcast for the idle mode UE of the need to initiate RRC connection setup in the cell, and so forth. 
Even though detailed information elements are not decided, MBMS service, which is already started by the session start, ids are basically needed in the MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY because the service availability is different for each MBMS service in one cell. Thus, we propose to insert it to the section 7.2.1 in the TS 25.346 as the following text proposal.

This signalling flow is applicable for handling MBMS to UEs in PMM IDLE and CONNECTED mode. 
The purpose of the signalling flow is for RNC to inform UE of the availability of a MBMS service in one cell. MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY message is transmitted periodically to support MBMS UEs’ mobility. MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY message includes MBMS service id, which has already been started by session start. More information may be included in MBMS SERVICE AVAILABILITY. [FFS]
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
