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1. Reply

SA4 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on “clarification on minimum set of TFCs for TFC selection”. SA4 has considered the following action requested by RAN2: 

“RAN2 would kindly ask SA4 to inform RAN2 when there are PS AMR applications requirements to take into consideration in RAN2 specifications.”

SA4 opinion is that PS conversational applications with variable bitrates (e.g. PS AMR) have QoS requirements that may be of interest to RAN2. Annex B of 3GPP TS 26.236 v5.3.0 gives recommendations for the mapping of SDP parameters to UMTS QoS parameters for various use cases of conversational multimedia applications. In particular, SA4 understand that the guaranteed bitrates may drive some requirements on the minimum TFCs for TFC selection. For example, a set of minimum TFCs may be defined to ensure that the guaranteed bitrate is allowed to ensure continuity of the service even on PS conversational applications.

SA4 will keep RAN2 informed about any new application requirements to take into consideration in RAN2 specification.
