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1. Background:

At RAN2#37, the meeting expressed the view that it could be useful to look into the feasibility of maintaining only the latest version of TR 25.921 (Rel-5 at the time of writing). All previous releases would point to this latest one (like is done for TR 25.993). ETSI MCC took the action point to look into this possibility.

2. Differences between the different releases of the TR:

2.1. Differences between the R’99/Rel-4:


The reference [13] in the R’99 points to TS 04.08, while the Rel-4 (onwards) points to 24.008. This seems to be a mistake as 24.008 was introduced for the R’99 (not for the Rel-4). So the proposal is to use 24.008 everywhere (note that the reference is used to refer to the Classmark 2 IE, which is defined in 24.008, and not in 04.18 for the R’99 onwards).

In addition, in subclause 9.1.1.2.5, it is stated in the R’99 version (only) that "by convention, the version column is left blank for the present release".

The proposal is to simply state in the Rel-5 TR that "by convention the version column is left blank for the Release '99".

2.1. Differences between the R’99/Rel-4:


No functional differences were found between the Rel-4/Rel-5.

3. Proposal:

To do as suggested by RAN2#37, with the precautions described in 2.1.

The attached files show how the three releases of TR 25.921 would look like.

It should be noted that the same principle can be applied, should the Rel-6 of TR 25.921 be created in December 2003 (then the three earlier releases will point to this Rel-6).
