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1 Introduction

Some MBMS sessions are well defined as to the time of transmission (for example, weather forecasts, new, football transmissions etc). The AS of the UE and the UTRAN are unaware of the times of MBMS sessions transmission so the mobile is in general required to decode the MCCH.

If the applications can be aware of the MBMS transmission times (i.e. Arsenal versus Manchester United at 14.30 to 14.30) then this information can be provided to the AS and the AS can avoid decoding MBMS information and channels when MBMS sessions are not expected.

3 Conclusion and Proposal

RAN2 should discuss if such a scheme could be useful and investigate what necessary AS signalling (if any) is necessary to support such a scheme.

RAN2 should liase with SA2 and inform them of this possibility and ask them study the feasibility and consequences of such a scheme for the system.
