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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 has discussed in R2-040504 the issue of losing HFN synchronization for UM (Unacknowledged Mode) RLC radio bearers mapped on HS-DSCH. Loss of HFN synchronization occurs whenever more than 128 consecutive UMD PDUs are lost.

A typical scenario leading to UMD PDUs loss is when MAC-hs PDUs (containing UMD PDUs) are lost over the air interface. In that respect, RAN WG2 has come to the conclusion that it would be beneficial to provide the Node B scheduler with the information on whether UM radio bearer(s) are mapped onto a priority queue (for instance, a one-bit indicator could be used for that purpose over the NBAP protocol). With this information, the scheduling scheme could be adapted in order to limit as much as possible consecutive loss of UMD PDUs.

2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to consider necessary signalling changes in order to provide the Node B with the information on whether UM radio bearer(s) are mapped onto a given priority queue.
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
