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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform the other groups about its decision to follow SA4’s recommendation for RTCP removal as one solution for VoIMS optimization within Release 6 timeframe.

For a point to point conversational voice only service, clients should not use RTCP. This is done by clients requesting from RTP senders not to send RTCP. The required signalling uses the SDP bandwidth modifier in RFC 3556, and may therefore be understood also by non 3GPP endpoints.

3GPP TS 22.105 (Service aspects; Services and capabilities) specifies conversational voice services as a real-time service for speech communication with strong delay requirements. A point to point voice only service as described by 3GPP TS 26.236 (Packet switched conversational multimedia applications; Transport protocols) consists of two conversational multimedia terminals only establishing a bi-directional Voice over IP (VoIP) connection for speech communication, using the AMR or AMR-WB codecs with the same bit rate in both uplink and downlink directions. 
At IMS session setup and modification the UE needs to detect if the IMS session is only consisting of a point to point conversational voice service. Whenever this is the case, RTCP removal should be applied by the UE.

As RTCP removal is not possible for other voice service scenarios, SA2 would like to ask RAN2 to continue to work on solutions for efficient transport of traffic such as generated by a VoIP call, including the case where RTCP packets are transported, to be able to provide also an optimization of the radio bearer for other than point to point voice services over IMS. SA2 also likes to be informed about the current status of the RAN2 work, the solution candidates and the possibility of an agreement within Release 6 timeframe.
2. Actions:

To RAN2:
SA2 kindly asks RAN2 to continue to work on solutions for efficient transport of traffic such as that generated by a VoIP call, including the case where RTCP packets are transported. SA2 also likes to be informed about the current status of the RAN2 work, the solution candidates and the possibility of an agreement within Release 6 timeframe.
To SA4:

SA2 kindly asks SA4 to take the SA2 decision into account.
