	It is not clear, in case of HHO failure, how the UE should handle a pending activation time from ACTIVE SET UPDATE received in the old configuration when the UE reverts back to the old configuration.

There is no limitation in the specification to disallow UTRAN to send a reconfiguration message to the UE when there is a pending activation time for ACTIVE SET UPDATE. UTRAN could do that especially when it wants to keep a call survived.

This problem doesn’t happen if the UTRAN uses the activation time ‘now’.
Since in case of RL addition the UTRAN prepares new additional radio link(s) prior to sending ACTIVE SET UPDATE and in case of RL removal the UTRAN removes RL after it receives ACTIVE SET UPDATE COMPLETE, it is assumed that application of activation time for active set update procedure would not be something frequently happens in real network operation.

	It is proposed to add a note stating that the UE behaviour is unspecified if there is a pending activation time from the ACTIVE SET UPDATE when the UE executes the subsequently received reconfiguration message.

Isolated impact analysis:

The CR has isolated impact for an active set update procedure with a pending activation time followed by a reconfiguration procedure for HHO and inter-RAT HO.
