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1. Overall Description

T1 is currently defining test procedure for SFN-SFN observed time difference type 1 measurement test case to verify its CELL_FACH state intra frequency accuracy requirement that has been specified by TSG RAN WG4. For this purpose T1 needs to specify a measurement configuration to collect 1000 samples of measurement results to fulfill the statistical confidence preferable in shortest time as possible to keep the testing time tolerable. In its discussions T1 was not able to find any solution that would have resulted in short testing times. The major reason for this was that UE behaviour is not specified when it receives a MEASUREMENT CONTROL message in CELL_FACH state and the measurement type is intra-frequency measurement (TS 25.331 Rel-99 Section 8.4.1.3).

Now T1 kindly asks guidance from RAN2 on how to configure SFN-SFN observed time difference type 1 measurements in CELL_FACH state. For this purpose it would be good if the proposed configuration results in periodic SFN-SFN observed time difference type 1 measurement reports with a fastest rate as possible. If possible T1 would like to avoid event triggered measurements since that would require changing test conditions frequently.

2. Actions

To RAN2:

Advise T1 how to configure UE to make periodic SFN-SFN observed time difference type 1 measurements in CELL_FACH state.
