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Introduction

At the Meeting in Sophia Antipolis the introduction of the “Modification Request” has been proposed. This allows that the UE indicates the preferred frequency or the PTP MBMS service to be released. However some ambiguities remain, especially for the use of the indication of the preferred frequency, and the expected UE behaviour.

Situation in CELL_DCH state

When the UE is on the non-preferred frequency, and is interested in a service provided via PTP (dedicated service or MBMS) and another service is provided via PtM on the preferred frequency which is different from the frequency the UE is using the UE / UTRAN behaviour is not clear.

Case 1)

If the PtM MBMS service has higher priority as the dedicated service the UE would want to go to this frequency in any way, even this implies that the dedicated service could be temporarily stopped (i.e. UE is moved to CELL_FACH state on the preferred frequency).

Case 1a)

Another problem could be that at some time the RNC should be able to move the UE again back from the preferred frequency.

Case 2) 

If the PtM MBMS service has lower priority as the dedicated service the UE would want to go to this frequency only if the dedicated service can be maintained on an acceptable quality.

Possible Solutions

Preferred solution:

The easiest solution could be to add some information to the modification request message. In the case the UE indicates the preferred frequency it should indicate whether the highest priority service is on a PtM in that frequency, and if so indicate the highest priority service.

By doing so this allows the UTRAN also to know when it is ok for the UE to be removed from that frequency.

Alternative solutions:

Just add one bit in the modification request message which would allow the UE to indicate whether the highest priority service is on the preferred frequency or not. The RNC would then just make a guess in order to remove the UE from the preferred frequency. In the case this would interrupt the service reception the UE could reject the inter frequency hard handover.

Conclusion

In this document we have analysed the remaining problems related to service priority. Two possible alternative solutions have been proposed. If the group feels that this issue is worth to be solved LG would volunteer to provide a draft CR.
