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	A similar problem exists in certain TSs under the RAN3 responsibility. However, those TSs do not seem to make use of ASN.1 elements that were not defined in the currently referenced (although superseded) version 12/97.

The references to the ITU-T recommendations in the TR 25.921 are non-specific.
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
