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1. Overall Description: 

RAN2 has been trying to improve the current specification based on [1] as it is believed that the current specification does not provide sufficient configurability for cell reselection for all radio propagation conditions.

It is beneficial to minimise the number of unnecessary cell reselections (e.g. temporary fading of the serving cell). The optimum value for the required time domain hysteresis or filtering is dependent on radio conditions and it is likely to be different e.g. for fast moving terminals than for slowly moving terminals. Parameter optimisation for different radio conditions is proven rather difficult with the current specification because increasing the Treselection timer to optimise slow moving UEs, would also affect the reselection criteria of fast-moving UEs. Therefore, it would be advantageous to have different averaging times for static radio conditions and fast fading radio conditions.

RAN2has not finalised the analysis of which cases to optimise (e.g. intra-frequency, inter-frequency or inter-RAT) and would merely like to inform RAN4 that, depending on the outcome of this analysis and possible solutions, a solution may be accepted for Rel-5 or Rel-6.

Nevertheless, RAN2 has also found that [1] highlights that the time hysteresis for reselection for fast-moving UEs, couldn’t be configured with confidence from an operator perspective, due to the non-existing cell reselection test cases under fast-fading radio propagation conditions.
