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1 Overview

OMA LOC WG would like to thank SA2 for their liaison statement (S2-050507) regarding support for velocity information in the protocol specifications (MLP, RLP and PCP) OMA LOC WG is specifying. In particular SA2 is requesting whether MLP, RLP and PCP are able to fulfil the requirements below:

· Requesting the velocity of a UE as part of a positioning request

· [OMA LOC WG]: Currently MLP and RLP, doesn’t support the capability for an LCS Client to specifically request for velocity information

· Accepting the velocity (and, optionally, velocity uncertainty) of a UE as part of a positioning response. 

· [OMA LOC WG]: Currently MLP and RLP support conveyance of speed and direction information as part of a location response. Nevertheless, MLP and RLP are not currently capable of conveying any uncertainty information with respect to velocity information.

· Enabling the user to allow or disallow the reporting of velocity to an LCS client by way of privacy settings in the PPR

· [OMA LOC WG]: Currently PCP doesn’t support the notion of velocity as part of the subscriber profile stored in the PPR or in the PCE according to OMA terminology.

2 Proposal

OMA LOC WG is currently in the process of closing the first enabler release of the MLS (Mobile Location Services) Enabler consisting of MLP 3.2 and RLP 1.0 to meet 3GPP Release 6 compliance. Hence, OMA LOC WG proposes that any necessary updates required for MLP, RLP and PCP are made to a subsequent release of the MLS Enabler to avoid undue delay in releasing the enabler. However, it is the understanding of OMA LOC WG that the issue raised in the liaison from SA2 is pertinent to 3GPP Release 7 and therefore not critical to meet the original target of 3GPP Release 6 compliance for the MLS 1.0 Enabler release.

Also OMA LOC WG asks SA2 to take note that PCP 1.0 is not part of the MLS 1.0 Enabler release due to lack of contributions to complete PCP in time for the Enabler release.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA LOC WG requests SA2:

a) To confirm whether it is acceptable that any additional provisions for velocity are addressed in a subsequent MLS Enabler release.

b) To indicate the timeframe for which velocity support is required, i.e. with respect to 3GPP Release 7. This information would be useful to facilitate the release planning in OMA LOC WG.
