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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to clarify CT1 assumptions regarding the current MBMS bearer capabilities description done in MBMS TS 23.246:

“MBMS bearer capabilities” describes the maximum bitrate the UE can support at MBMS bearer service level. “MBMS bearer capabilities” does not intend to describe the UE radio access capabilities. SA2 assumes that the UE supports also appropriate radio capabilities that correspond to that “MBMS bearer capabilities”.
“MBMS bearer capabilities” is provided by the UE when activating a MBMS Multicast service. Based on comparison between this information and the Required MBMS Bearer Capabilities received from the BM-SC, the SGSN can decide to reject a UE activation request if UE’s and BM-SC’s MBMS Bearer Capabilities do not match. The “MBMS Bearer capabilities” information needs not be provided to RAN over the Iu/Gb interface.
