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1. Introduction

Supporting Domain Specific Access Control and Network sharing in Rel-5 UEs was discussed in RAN2#46bis and an LS was sent to CT1 to request them to study the issues involved in the early implementation and documentation. As discussed in RAN2, CT1 also concluded that the decision on if the early implemenation should be made by TSGs. Assuming that the early implementation is agreed in TSGs, CT1 is of opinion that a separate TR is a way forward to document each feature for early implementation [1].
2. Discussion
Some companies suggested a TR approach during the email agreement after RAN2#46bis and CT1 stated their preference for the TR approach in their LS. Furthermore the benefit of TR approach is that specification impacts can be documented in one place. Therefore we propose to create a new TR titled as “Early Implementation of Domain Specific Access Control”.
The TR should identify the affected specifications, technical issues and specification impacts. Since stage 3 level consideration is required in the TR, we believe that RAN2 should be the primary responsible WG for the TR, since core DSAC functionality is specified in TS25.331.
On the other hand, DSAC has NAS aspect. Therefore, CT1 should be secondary responsible WG. Finally TSG-SA shall make the final decision on if DSAC early implementation should be allowed. 
3. Proposal

NTT DoCoMo proposes:
1) a TR should be created to describe the early implementation of DSAC
2) RAN2 should be the primary responsible WG for the TR
3) the attached skeleton TR should be approved
