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	In the section 8.3.10.3 there is a note regarding the failure to change to the target cell in case of Cell Change Order to UTRAN.
NOTE 3:
The cell change was network ordered. Therefore, failure to change to the target cell should not cause the UE to move to UE- controlled cell selection.

It is not completely clear there what exactly “failure to change to the target cell” means. This is discussed in RAN2 with R2-051938 and it was clarified that it means a failure in the inter-RAT cell change procedure itself. Further more, RRC connectoin establishment procedure can be completed in other cell than the target cell indicated by GERAN and this should be considered as a successful procedure. It means that the note doesn’t capture the real intention.
