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1. Introduction

In RAN WG1 meeting #42 in London RAN1 discussed and agreed on the usefulness of  knowing in the Node B an RNC derived value for the Reference Received Wideband Power (RTWP_ref). This value would represent the received noise power level in a particular cell and could be used e.g. when making noise rise estimates in the Node B scheduler. In particular RAN1 agreed that the usage of this value in the Node B scheduler should be optional in order not to mandate a particular Node B scheduler implementation.

RAN1 also discussed of the usefulness of reporting a Received E-DCH Power Estimate from the Node B to the RNC but did not agree that such a reporting would be needed.

2. Actions

To RAN WG3

RAN WG1 would kindly ask RAN WG3 to inroduce an optional (the Node B may use this information) signalling to convey a Reference Received Total Wideband Power (RTWP_ref) from the RNC to the Node B.
