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1. Introduction
RAN2 would like to inform SA3 about the following security related aspects which came up during RAN2#52:

1) RAN2 discussed the usage of identities on the LTE radio interface. The RAN2 status after this discussion is reflected in the attached contribution which will be included in RAN2 TR 25.813.
2) The issue of “UE traceability” was brought forward again (is there a security risk in case the allocation of a new C-RNTI to the UE by RRC would take place without ciphering this new identity ?) As discussed in the January joint meeting, RAN2 assumes that SA3 studies the potential security risks related to this issue.

3) In RAN2 there was some confusion w.r.t. whether Integrity Protection of RRC signalling is required to be supported by the specification.
