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1. Introductions
During TSG RAN2#54 in Tallinn the QoS architecture for SAE was discussed. Since a one-to-one mapping between SAE Access Bearer and SAE Radio Bearer is assumed, it was agreed that the number of supported SAE bearers has an impact on the supported service differentiation hence on user experience. As a consequence, RAN2 concluded that a minimum number of SAE Access Bearers should be mandated to achieve a minimum QoS performance common to all LTE UEs.
A larger number of supported SAE Access Bearers than the minimum can also be indicated as part of the UE capabilities in order to accommodate more advanced QoS differentiation capability.
The different use cases are evaluated in the discussion section of the attachment.
