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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is currently discussing optimisations of radio performances for VoIMS in the context of the corresponding feasibility study. One of the methods is Unequal Error Protection and several mechanisms have been proposed.

One company contribution showing some significant benefits with UEP has been discussed, but SA2 has no sufficient expertise for a precise evaluation of the gain expected from this technique.  In order to estimate whether the expected benefits compensates the added complexity, SA2 would like to know what are the quantified savings in terms of radio capacity/coverage with the introduction of UEP for VoIMS in the PS domain.
The Technical Report TR 23.807 v0.3.0 has been attached for your information.
