1 Introduction
TSG-RAN WG2 thanks the TSG-SA WG5 on their LS on Performance Measurement on abnormal HSDPA release. RAN2 has discussed the points raised by the SA5 and would give following comments to these issues.

The radio bearer reconfiguration complete or radio bearer release complete message do not including any cause value as the UE is not aware on the reason why the reconfiguration or release was performed by the SRNC. Only way to have this information in those message would be that SRNC includes the cause value in reconfiguration and release message which UE then just bounces back to SRNC. 

As the information is useless for the UE, SRNC knows the cause value already, and adding this information in reconfiguration and complete message just consumes the radio interface capacity, RAN2 considers that cause value is not needed in these messages.

Regarding, to count HSDPA release from RAB release, RAN2 considers that it is not correct option as the HSDPA can be configured and reconfigured multiple times during life time of one RAB, depending on UTRAN RRM which is not standardised. 
Thus RAN2 recommends that SA5 standardises possible cause values for HSDPA releases which can be used by the SRNC when performing radio bearer reconfiguration/release procedure, even though these causes are not included in actual signalling.
