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Discussion

The following action points were agreed in the report (Draft0_minutes_of_the_Workshop-LTE-GSM-handovers R2-070343) specifically for RAN working groups.

User plane Handling during Inter-RAT handover (LGW-070006)

RAN2&3 is to investigate interruption times and impacts on the use of Packet forwarding and bi-casting and to supply information on the timing aspect to SA2.

Continuity of Voice Calls (LGW-0700008)
Advantages and drawbacks of a “Fallback to CS” approach would need to be assessed before making a conclusion on how continuity of Voice Calls is supported. The MSC would need to be provided by the RAN WGs (RAN2/3), to SA2.

GERAN support to allow Load Sharing/Policy management using Cell Reselection (LGW-070021)
The principles outlined in this paper should be taken as input to RAN2, GERAN1-2 for the detailed work. The principles were endorsed by the group.

Principle: “to support load sharing and policy management between E-UTRA and other RATs (GERAN, UTRA). To minimize latency when data needs to be transferred, reselection mechanisms to direct UEs towards appropriate RATs when the UEs are in a dormant state, as well as the active state, should be considered. Support for end to end QoS during inter RAT handover should be considered”
