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1. Overall Description:

3GPP WG CT1 thanks 3GPP WG RAN3 for their liaison statement (C1-070026/R3-062003) on NAS signalling for E-UTRAN.
3GPP WG CT1 consider there are potential issues with not forwarding NAS messages during a handover, and would like more time to study this issue. The impact on end user experience is considered a significant factor, and therefore can lead to the conclusion that it is important to forward NAS messages.

3GPP WG CT1 are currently documenting issues concerning SAE/LTE in a technical report.
3GPP WG CT1 would also like to understand the position of both 3GPP WG RAN2 and 3GPP WG RAN3 on this issue, and are therefore forwarding the original liaison statement to 3GPP WG RAN2 for their input.
