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1. Introduction

In RAN1, Tdoc R1-071058 was presented during RAN1#48 in St Louis on the “way forward on CPC and Compress Mode”. The proposal to change the length of the short preamble was not agreed, but with the discussion on Tdoc R1-071158 it was agreed to have a configurable long preamble.
In this paper we are presenting the agreement made to RAN1 and the possible way forward in RAN2.

2. Summary of RAN1 agreement
It has been agreed in RAN1 to have a configurable long preamble length with values 2,4 and 15 slots.
3. Proposed way forward in RAN2

3.1. Impact on RRC
Proposal for RAN2 : In RRC it proposed to add a new parameter UE-DTX-Long-Preamble-Length configurable with values 2, 3,or 4 slots.

A draft CR is proposed to add this parameter.
3.2. Impact on MAC
Proposal for RAN2 : In MAC it is proposed to handle the value of 4 slots for the UE-DTX-Long-Preamble-Length the same way the long preamble of 15 slots is handled.
The handling of Long-Preamble in MAC still needs to be agreed. We are proposing to take into account in the same way the behavior for long preamble of  4 slots.
4. Conclusions

Now that RAN1 agreed on to introduce the values 2, 4 and 15 slots for the long preamble during RAN1#48 in St Louis, we are proposing that RAN2 agrees on the above proposals during RAN2#57 in St Louis also so that there is no delay in implementing this change in the MAC and RRC specifications.
A draft CR for RRC is also made available to implement this change.
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
