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1. Overall Description
TSG SA WG2 thanks TSG GERAN for their LS (S2-071650/GP-070497) on feasibility of GAN enhancements). 
SA2 briefly discussed the proposals and made the following observations.
For Enhanced Up:
-Impacts to the terminal
-New session management protocol.
-Some service related issues

- -PS domain routeing area reject causes are not supported. This is mostly an issue if the terminal is PS-only. 
- - PS domain NITZ is not supported
-- PS domain IMEI checking is not supported
-- Lack of support of PS domain SMS may require operators to purchase additional core network software in order to support the fallback to SMS over CS.
-Performance impacts to be investigated when using a common APN for all subscribers, as some SM signalling goes through this EGANC (Proxy-Gn function).
 -Partial overlap with one solution in the I-WLAN mobility study item (TR 23.827), as follows: the Tunnel Termination Gateway (TTG) and the Serving 3GPP Anchor (S3A) nodes in TR 23.827 combined together correspond to the PS domain half of the EGANC. 

For Combined GANC/SGSN:
-No terminal impact.

-To use this option requires operators to deploy combined SGSN and GANC, or the use of a proprietary interface between them.

For Iu mode GAN:

- Impacts to the terminal

- Solution requires an operator to support UMTS to GSM handover on the MSC and BSS. 

For all solutions support for legacy GAN terminals shall be considered.  
Overall, unless there is significant market demand the majority of companies in SA2 would like to discourage the development of multiple solutions to the same problem especially where they reduce economies of scale in the terminal market.
