Logical Channel Prioritization

The Logical Channel Prioritization procedure shall be applied when the HARQ entity indicates that the next TTI is available for a new transmission (see subclause 5.4.2.1) and an UL grant was received (see subclause 5.4.1).

Editor’s note:
The interaction with the DRX control function is automatically done by checking if an UL grant was received. 

RRC can control the scheduling of uplink data by giving each logical channel a priority between 1 and [8], where 1 is the highest priority and [8] the lowest. In addition, each logical channel is given a Prioritized Bit Rate (PBR) and optionally, a Maximum Bit Rate (MBR) is also provided. The Logical Channel Prioritization procedure ensures that the UE serves the logical channels in the following sequence:

· All the logical channels are served in a decreasing priority order up to their configured PBR

· If any resources remain, all the logical channels are served in a decreasing priority order up to their configured MBR. In case no MBR is configured the logical channel is served until either the data for that logical channel or the UL grant is exhausted, whichever comes first.

Logical channel configured with the same priority shall be served equally the by UE.
