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1. Overall Description

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their LS on physical layer aspects of enhanced CELL_FACH in FDD (R2-072122/ R1-071834).
After discussion on this LS, RAN2 would like to clarify the following, about points 2 and 3 in R1-071834:

2.
“RAN1 would like to assure UE is only required to receive one TrCH of HS-DSCH with either common H-RNTI or UE specific H-RNTI in the same TTI. “
RAN2 confirms that the UE is only required to receive one TrCH on HS-DSCH with either common H-RNTI or UE specific H-RNTI in the same TTI.

3.
“The current definition of the minimum UE capabilities for MBMS reception does not allow the UE to receive PtM MBMS while in CELL_FACH state.”

RAN2 would like to remind that Rel-6 UEs support MTCH/FACH/S-CCPCH reception in Cell_FACH State (FACH/S-CCPCH reception in Cell_FACH State); hence, RAN2 expects MTCH/FACH/S-CCPCH reception also for Rel-7 UEs while operating Enhanced Cell_FACH (HS-DSCH reception in Cell_FACH, Cell_PCH, URA_PCH States).

RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that the Rel-7 UE capabilities should reflect this for UEs capable of both MBMS and Enhanced Cell_FACH.

2. Actions

RAN2 would kindly ask RAN1 to take the above considerations into account when further progressing the work on enhanced CELL_FACH state in FDD.
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
