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1 Introduction

This paper provides an overview of the off line activities on progressing TS 36.331. The papers also summarises the results of these activities, that RAN2 is requested to endorse.

2 Summary of main progress
2.1 Overview

There were limited activities to progress the E-UTRA RRC specification:

· A text proposal for capturing the RAN2#58bis agreements on RRC connection establishment was agreed via e-mail. Furthermore, an update of the E-UTRA RRC specification capturing the other RAN2#58bis agreements was agreed via e-mail. The agreed text proposal on RRC connection establishment was included in a further update of the E-UTRA RRC specification (in R2-073126)

· A conference call was planned. However, due to lack of input material the conference call was cancelled

2.2 Summary of main agreements (working assumptions)
During the e-mail review, the RAN2#58bis agreements on RRC connection establishment were clarified as follows:

1) The Stage 2 agreement is "RRC Contention Resolution for initial access". MAC involvement and exact split between MAC and RRC is FFS.


2) Contention resolution shall be signalled before the expiry of the msg4 timer (contention resolution timer?)


a) SRBs may be set up at the same time as contention is resolved


b) It is FFS if the contention resolution and SRB establishment is done with the RRC  Connection Change message or with a more optimised message


c) If the UE context is received before expiry of the msg4 timer, it is FFS if contention resolution, SRB establishment, RB establishment and NAS response (if any) may be combined/sent together..


3) The UE moves to RRC Connected state when contention is resolved and at least one SRB is/ becomes available. RRC Connected state does not imply:


	a) a signalling connection across S1


	b) network controlled mobility


	c) activation of security.


4) It is FFS when network controlled mobility is activated.
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
