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1 Introduction

This paper provides an overview of the off line activities on progressing TS 36.331. The papers also summarises the results of these activities, that RAN2 is requested to endorse.

2 Summary of main progress
2.1 Overview of activities
Prior to the RAN2#59bis meeting, the following activities were conducted to progress the E-UTRA RRC specification:

· On Tuesday 4th of September a 1st conference call was organised

· The conference focussed on leftovers from the RAN2#59 meeting and discussed the following topics: Measurements, Connection establishment, System information change notification, RLC mode for System information

· The conference call resulted in the start of 4 off line e-mail discussions on the following topics: Handling of the measurement configuration signalling upon handover (Motorola), Activation of mobility and security upon resolving contention/ connection establishment (Samsung), Security activation upon idle to active transition, System information change notification and RLC mode (Ericsson)
· On Tuesday 18th of September a 2nd conference call was organised
· This conference call addressed the System information scheduling and continued the discussion of the items from the 1st conference call i.e. related to the e-mail discussions. Finally, the conference touched upon an attempt from the rapporteur to capture the current status on measurements and security
· The conference call resulted in the continuation of the 4 ongoing e-mail discussion with the change that the e-mail discussion regarding the RLC mode would now also address the scheduling aspects. The proposals for capturing the current status on measurements and security were also pushed for e-mail review
· There have been a number of e-mail discussions

· It was agreed that the companies responsible for the different e-mail discussions would provide a short summary report

· There would be one initial version, aiming to summarise the discussion prior to the deadline for submitting company contributions. This would assist companies in making their decision whether to submit a company proposal or not

· There would be an updated version, aiming to also capture additional considerations and company opinions expressed after the submission deadline (including those expressed in company contributions, if any)
2.2 Summary of main agreements
During the conference calls prior to the RAN2#59bis meeting, the following agreements were reached:

Measurement configuration

· It was agreed that a connected mode UEs will only receive the measurement configuration via dedicated signalling

· This also applies for the NCL

· This not only applies for the case of handover but generally e.g. including the case of connection establishment (i.e. the E-UTRAN is always required to provide the configuration via dedicated signalling)

· Upon intraF handover

· All measurements (intraF, interF, interRAT) continue unchanged

· Upon interF handover:

· The intraF measurements configuration continues unchanged except that the measurement object is set to the new serving frequency. This means that (initially) the UE does neither have cell specific parameters (e.g. offsets) nor ‘blacklisted’ cells

· The interF measurements stop. It is FFS means are introduced to reconfigure/continue the interF measurements

· The interRAT measurements continue unchanged

Connection establishment
· It was agreed that the UE should reject a handover command when security has not been activated

· This was agreed assuming for emergency calls security is activated using the ‘dummy algorithm’

· Following radio link failure while security has not been activated, the UE does not attempt to resume the radio connection but enters idle mode (i.e. the UE immediately initiates a connection request)
· It was agreed to introduce a separate CR message (contents to be concluded)

2.3 Overview of results to be endorsed
