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1. Introduction

This document is to call RAN2’s attention to ongoing work in RAN1 that may point to capacity issues on the D-BCH, particularly for SU-1.

2. Discussion

The analysis in [1] assumes an 80-ms periodicity (“effective TTI” in the RAN1 terminology), with 1% target BLER at an SNR of -6 dB.  Under certain assumptions, the available payload for the 80-ms period is as low as 120 bits.

In some network sharing scenarios, the PLMN list by itself could exceed this size.  When the other information known to be carried in SU-1 is considered, it appears nearly certain that some of the configurations under consideration in RAN1 would make it impossible for SU-1 to include all the information deemed necessary by RAN2.

3. Conclusion

We suggest that RAN2 discuss the issue and coordinate with RAN1 to determine what measures need to be taken to assure that SU-1 fits in the available space.
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
