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Introduction
The current text in section 4 of the TR on the UE capability configuration does not provide information on how the UE capability is transferred to the network.  This contribution provides some additional information regarding this. 
UE capability transfer for LTE is still under discussion in RAN2. While it is expected to be transferred over RRC, whether is stored in the CN while the UE is Idle or transferred every time the UE goes into connected state is still an open point.

To avoid having to define different procedures to carry UE capability for other technologies, it can be expected that the UE will also transfer its non-3GPP inter-RAT capability together with its E-UTRAN capability.  The same procedure that will be adopted for transfer of UE E-UTRAN capability can also then be used for the transfer of the UE non-3GPP capability from the UE to eNB.  
The following is a text proposal fort this section.
1 UE Capability Configuration
Editor’s note: to define possible UE radio configurations, such as single radio, dual radio, etc..
UE shall be able to communicate with E-UTRAN about its radio access capability, such as the system (including the release and frequency band) it supports and its receive and transmission capabilities (single/dual radio, dual receiver).  UE shall transfer its capability about other radio technologies over E-UTRAN using the same procedure used to carry its E-UTRAN radio capability.
