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1. Overall Description:

During RAN2#59bis, RAN WG2 discussed various approaches to signalling the assignment of the dedicated preamble to the UE in RRC_CONNECTED on arrival of DL data. As RAN WG1 is aware there are essentially two main methods:

1. Use a special PDCCH format and embed the response (preamble identity) within the PDCCH signalling.
2. Provide the indication through a MAC control PDU which itself is first signalled using the PDCCH.

In addition proposals were discussed for the signalling to also include potentially the following additional information for the RACH preamble:

· validity period

· Initial transmission power

· Maximum number of re-transmissions

· PRACH resource

RAN WG2 understands there have been ongoing discussions in RAN WG1 regarding the various PDCCH formats and their validity for various scenarios. RAN WG2 would appreciate receiving an update from RAN WG1 on their deliberations and in particular the various control channel formats that are being designed. This would help RAN WG2 make progress on this issue and related discussions (system broadcast, etc.). Also RAN WG2 would appreciate being informed about the possibility to include additional information as identified above and the need for such information in the particular case of signalling for DL data arrival.
2. Actions to RAN3
RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to provide an update on the various control channel formats that are being designed, and on the need for and viability to include the additional information identified above in the PDCCH if that is the chosen route.
