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1. Introduction

In this contribution, we will discuss the principle of allocation method for HARQ processes. 

2. Discussion 

In UMTS, all HARQ processes have to be reconfigured together or allocated in one time (i.e. in a message). However, we think that it is more flexible and beneficial to permit separate configuration and allocation. The following are two reasons.

1. If only some of HARQ processes are needed to reconfigure, we can only transmit the related information of those processes rather than all processes. Transmission resource can be saved.

2. When some service needs more HARQ processes, only the desired processes are added. The original processes remain to work. 

Proposal: It is permitted to allow separated configuration and allocation for HARQ process.
