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1. Introduction
The latest version of TR 36.938 [1] identifies several issues for further study that are outside the scope of RAN2. These issues are:
1. Identify how cdma2000 messages are transported between the MME and the cdma2000 access node.

2. Identify the mechanism that triggers the release the UE context on the E-UTRAN side after the cell reselection to a 3GPP2 target.

3. Identify the detailed procedures including the order of the messages for HRPD to E-UTRAN handover, assuming that the procedure will share commonalities with Attach and S1 Relocation procedures specified in [2].

2. Discussions

CDMA200 message transport between the MME and the CDMA2000 access node

The interface between the MME and the CDMA2000 access node is outside the scope of RAN. This topic is currently being discussed in SA2 and has been incorporated into the latest version of TS 23.402 [3]. 

Release of the UE context on the E-UTRAN side after the UE has moved to the 3GPP2 target

The trigger that causes the release of the UE context on the E-UTRAN side after the UE has moved to a 3GPP2 target is outside the scope of RAN, however it is desired to re-use the existing RAN release procedures (s1 & RRC release). This trigger is currently under investigation in SA2 and is called out in the latest version of 23.402 [3].

Detailed procedures including the order of the messages for HRPD to E-UTRAN handover

The detailed procedures including the order of the messages for HRPD to E-UTRAN handover, assuming that the procedure will share commonalities with Attach and S1 Relocation procedures specified in [2] is outside the scope of RAN. This topic is currently under investigation in SA2 and can be found in the latest version of 23.402 [3].
3. Conclusion

This contribution has shown that SA2 is addressing issues for further study D.1.1, D.3.2, D.4.3, and D.4.4 of the latest version of TR 36.938 [1] and as such should be removed from the TR. If this contribution is agreed to, a text proposal is given below for inclusion in TR 36.938.

If RAN2 does not define such a scheme, it will be evaluated whether a scheme allowing redirection to cdma2000 can be designed.
