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1 Introduction
This document clarifies the HARQ retransmission timing for UE in enhanced CELL_FACH state using common H-RNTI.
2 Discussion

In current TS25.321 section 11.6.4.2, the description on UE behaviour of receiving HARQ retransmission is:
11.6.4.2
HARQ process

The HARQ process processes the New Data Indicator (if any) indicated by lower layers for each received MAC-ehs PDU.

The UE may:

-
for FDD, when operating in CELL_DCH state, or in CELL_FACH state with a dedicated H-RNTI, if the MAC-ehs PDU is received within 5 sub-frames from the reception of the previous MAC-ehs PDU intended for this HARQ process; or

-
for TDD, if the MAC-ehs PDU is received before generation of feedback resulting from reception of a previous MAC-ehs PDU for the same H-ARQ process:

-
discard the MAC-ehs PDU.

According to the statement highlighted in yellow, it seems that network could be allowed to schedule the retransmission in consecutive TTIs for MAC-ehs PDUs which using common H-RNTI to transmit. However, the principle of HARQ retransmission in CELL_FACH state should be the same as CELL_DCH state, i.e. the retransmission would be received at least on RTT later. As a result, it seems the wording in the current specification is not in line with its intention.
There are two approaches to clarify the specification:

1) UE would discard the MAC-ehs PDU received within 5 subframes than previous reception on a specific HARQ process also when it configure the common H-RNTI. And the corresponding wording in the specification should be:
11.6.4.2
HARQ process

The HARQ process processes the New Data Indicator (if any) indicated by lower layers for each received MAC-ehs PDU.

The UE may:

-
for FDD, when operating in CELL_DCH state, or in CELL_FACH state with HS-DSCH reception configured,, if the MAC-ehs PDU is received within 5 sub-frames from the reception of the previous MAC-ehs PDU intended for this HARQ process; or

-
for TDD, if the MAC-ehs PDU is received before generation of feedback resulting from reception of a previous MAC-ehs PDU for the same H-ARQ process:

-
discard the MAC-ehs PDU.

2) It is allowed the network to schedule the retransmission of a MAC-ehs PDU with common H-RNTI in CELL_FACH state in the consecutive TTI, and UE with common H-RNTI configured will not discard the MAC-ehs PDU received within 5 subframes than previous reception. There is no change to current specification needed; maybe a note could be added to clarify. And in this case, network could benefit somewhat from without delaying the retransmission of common data. 
3 Proposal
It is proposed to clarify the UE behavior when it receives the MAC-ehs PDU within 5 subframes than previous reception in this HARQ process, for which configured common H-RNTI in CELL_FACH state. If RAN2 has agreed on which way to clarify, Huawei is happy to prepare the corresponding change request. 
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
