Introduction

During RAN2#60, it was decided for the UE to release all PUCCH resources when TA (Time Alignment) Timer at the UE expires, and this has been captured in [1]. This document continues the same discussion for UL SRS (Sounding Reference Signal) resources.

Discussion

It has been decided for the UE to maintain a TA Timer which is restarted each time the UE receives a TA command, and that the UE should not transmit in the UL on resources other than RACH when the TA Timer expires so as to ensure that the UE does not transmit in the UL when there is a possibility that the UL timing is not aligned. Therefore, even if the UE has been allocated resources for UL SRS, the UE cannot transmit on this resource when the TA Timer has expired. Then, the question is whether this UL SRS resource should be maintained or released at TA Timer expiry. During RAN2#60, it was agreed for the UE to release all PUCCH resources (including resources for CQI and dedicated SR) when the TA Timer expires. In principle, there is no reason to handle the UL SRS resources differently, and it is proposed that the UE should also release the UL SRS resources at TA Timer expiry.

Proposal: UE releases assigned UL SRS resources when the TA Timer expires.
