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1 Introduction

This paper provides an overview of the recent activities on progressing TS 36.331. The papers also summarises the results of these activities that RAN2 is requested to endorse.

2 Summary of main progress
2.1 Overview of activities
Since the RAN2#60 meetings the following activities were conducted to progress the E-UTRA RRC specification:

· Conference call, 21 November 2007

· Meeting notes were provided on the reflector 21 November 2007
· RRC Ad Hoc, 13- 14 December 2007

· Meeting notes were initially distributed on the reflector 14 December 2007
· The outcome of the conference call and the Ad Hoc meeting were captured and subject to an e-mail review

· An initial version of CR 001 was distributed via the reflector on 206 December 2007. An updated version including most of the comments provided was distributed via the reflector on 20 December 2007. A further update of CR 001 is provided in [1]. Some of the issues raised (see annex) require further discussion
· An additional text proposal capturing the agreements on the measurement configuration information structure was distributed by Motorola on was distributed by Motorola 21 December 2007. An update is provided in [2]
2.2 Overview of results to be endorsed

RAN2 is requested to endorse the agreements reached during the conference call and the RRC Ad Hoc meeting by concluding the following two contributions:

1. R2-080347 CR 001 to 36.331 (REL-8) on Miscellaneous corrections (Rapporteur, Samsung)
2. R2-080420 Text proposal on measurements (Motorola)
3 Conclusion & recommendation
This paper informs RAN2 about the recent activities to progress TS 36.331. RAN2 is requested to endorse the agreements reached during the conference call and the RRC Ad Hoc meeting by agreeing [1] and [2].

It is further noted that an updated version of the document capturing the main outstanding issues is provided for information in [3].
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5 Outstanding issues e-mail review (Annex)

The following main issues that were raised during the e-mail review of CR 001 have not been resolved as yet. For most of these issues, some further discussion seems required

· The current specification states that inter-RAT measurements continue upon inter-frequency handover. However, it is also stated that compressed mode gaps are de-activated. Some further discussion is suggested

· Access checking i.e. the cell reservation status related checking is assumed to be better specified in 36.304. Also it has been stated that some parts may be better covered in 22.011. Some further discussion is suggested
· Informative introduction section; the restructuring may require some further updating of these sections. However, considering the suggestions to further discuss the content of these sections, not much effort has been spend
· E-UTRAN conditions. Some suggestions have been provided regarding the naming and content of the subclause on initiation/ how to best capture the ‘conditions’. Some further discussion seems required in order to have a consistent approach for network and UE initiated procedures
· A restructuring of the IE section, to align as much as possible with the new structure of the procedural specification, needs to be done. Also some sub-IEs do not seem to be needed e.g. NAS integrity check information, UE related information. Moreover, some IEs are rather simple in which case a further level/ sub-IE specification is not required. Further effort is required.
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
