Introduction
In RAN2 #60 it has been agreed to adopt the priority concept into the criterion of inter-frequency cell reselection. In addition the agreed methods of priorities handling were shown below.
· UE specific priorities are signalled as an optional IEs in the RRC connection release

· UE specific priorities are deleted on entry into RRC_CONNECTED
· Expiry timer can optionally be sent with UE specific priorities

· On expiry of validity timer the UE deletes priorities provided by dedicated signalling and reverts to defaults on system information of serving cell 
Based on current agreements especially focused on the validity timer for UE specific priorities, this paper discusses further details on the usage of the validity timer.

Discussion
In R2-075161, the usage of the validity timer is motivated by temporal traffic situation, for load-balancing purpose. It could be expected that the timer during a temporal period could help UEs to camp on a preferable frequency from service availability or load condition perspective. Therefore, it is likely that eNB can operate its cells in effective manner by setting appropriate frequency priorities.
According to UE behaviour on timer expiry, the use case of validity timer should be limited in specific cases (e.g. load balancing purpose although actually it should be dependent on eNB implementation) because UE may return the other frequency based on default priorities on system information, causing measurement overhead and paging reception delay.
It would be likely that eNB could decide the period of the validity timer by estimating the duration of traffic condition of cells on frequencies. The decision of validity duration, however, may be problematic because actual traffic load is most likely dependent on real user experience such as calling duration, file downloading time, and so on. 
From above considerations, it is desirable that eNB could extend the expiry period of validity timer when the current situation is not better than eNB had decided the period of validity timer before. Therefore, it is proposed to extend the validity timer to prevent UEs from returning the other not preferred frequency. Our preference is the use of paging message by 1 bit indication.

Conclusion
Following was proposed to improve inter-frequency cell reselection behaviour specially focusing on the usage of validity timer of UE specific priorities.
Proposal : To use the validity timer of UE specific priorities more efficiently, the extension mechanism should be considered. 
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
