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Introduction:

As discussed in TR 36.938, pre-registration process is needed for interworking between E-UTRAN and HRPD. This contribution provides text proposal to TS 36.331 to captures necessary UE procedure for pre-registration control.
Proposal:
It is proposed to add the following text to TS 36.331:

5.4.x     Pre-registration triggering
5.4.x.1
General

The purpose of this procedure is to indicate CDMA upper layers to perform pre-registration for handover to HRPD. This procedure applies to CDMA2000 HRPD capable UEs only.
The Pre-registration triggering procedure applies when signalling radio bearers are established.

5.4.x.2
Initiation

E-UTRAN initiates the Pre-registration triggering procedure for UEs camped on an eNB, by sending a SYSTEM INFORMATION TYPE 8 message carrying HRPD Pre-Registration Information.
5.4.x.3
Reception of the HRPD Pre-Registration Information by the UE

Upon reception of the HRPD Pre-Registration Information in a SI-8 message, the UE shall:

1> if HRPD Pre-Registration Allowed is true:
     2> if the stored Pre-Registration-ZoneID is empty:
3> notify the CDMA upper layer to perform pre-registration and set the stored Pre-Registration-ZoneID to the HRPD Pre-Registration Zone ID;
2> if the stored Pre-Registration-ZoneID is not empty and does not match the HRPD Pre-Registration Zone ID or any in the HRPD Secondary Pre-Registration Zone ID List:

3> notify the CDMA upper layer to perform pre-registration and set the stored Pre-Registration-ZoneID to the HRPD Pre-Registration Zone ID;
