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1. Overall Description:

RAN 5 would like to inform RAN1 and RAN2 that RAN5 at its #38 meeting in Malaga agreed to add a new radio bearer configuration that will be used in MBMS RF and protocol test cases. The CR to TS 34.108 is attached in [1].

The reason for choosing the configuration to map the MCCH on the same S-CCPCH as the other R99 control channels (BCCH, FACH, PCH) is to make the MBMS RRM test cases applicable for all UEs supporting MBMS, i.e. to keep the maximum number of simultaneous S-CCPCH less or equal to 4 (as specified in TS 25.306). By having this configuration in 34.108 this will enable testing of RAN4 MBMS requirements.
RAN5 would like to invite RAN1 and RAN2 to check the parameters in section 6.10.2.4.3.9.
